F.M.O.NEWS
The legislators are back in Tallahassee for the 60-day 
session.

The F.M.O. is backing Senate Bill 1714 which will assist 
people and households having an annual income of not 
making more than 140% of the area medium income.  
The Florida Housing Corp will monitor local governments 
to determine compliance.  The local housing assistance 
plan will assist with local rent payments.  If you support 
Senate Bill 1714, call our Senator, Tom Leek (850-487-
5007).  The F.M.O. supports homeowners’ concerns 
about lot rent increases.  The House version of the Senate 
Bill is House Bill 701.  You can call our Representative, 
Chase Tarmont (850-717-5030) and tell him you support 
the bill.  Be prepared to speak with the Legislative Aide or 
leave a voicemail.

 The Board of Directors of the F.M.O. organization 
discussed the sustainability of the organization.  After the 
discussion the Board voted to raise F.M.O. membership 
effective June 1, 2025.  The new dues will be $40 for one 

year and $85 for three years.  If you are within 60 days of 
your renewal, you may renew at the current rate.  This 
increase is needed to pay the retainers for our lobbyist 
in Tallahassee and legal counsel, four printed F.M.O. 
magazines per year, the ability to have a seat at the table 
of everything that affects our way of life, such as the tie 
down program and offering the H.O.A. Board the training 
classes that are required for all H.O.A. Board members.  
By renewing your membership and talking to your friends 
about joining will keep the F.M.O. going.  Membership 
dues are the only source of income to pay our lobbyist in 
Tallahassee. 

Applications to join the F.M.O. are in the hallway across 
from the gym and on our website. Just fill out and mail 
or drop into my mailbox 2228 Crane Lakes Blvd. and I will 
mail it to the F.M.O. office for you.   It is only $30.00 for 1 
year (June 1st $40) and $75.00 for 3 years (June 1st $85).
